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RSPO Certification System Document

The Secretariat presented the decision paper to the Members with a
recommendation of abiding by the initially agreed-upon timeline

However, a Member commented that the pandemic presented a
different set of challenges that are difficult to overcome within the set
period of time. It was suggested to allow Certification Bodies to request
a time extension on a case by case basis.

INA NI HCV TF

It was decided that the INA NI HCV TF is temporarily paused until the
NDTF has completed its task and will be included in the public
consultation stage of the process. The Secretariat to liaise with the ISH
NDTF to ensure that both workstreams are aligned.

New Updates from the SRWG

A member wanted to inform the SSC that the deadlock in the SRWG
had been successfully broken. The new wording was accepted by all
members of the WG, and the proposal will be submitted to the BoG for
their approval.

Indonesia RISS LI

The summary of the issue was presented to the Committee and
clarified the reason why this issue was being brought up was due to
confusion, as the ToR of the TF is for NI and not LI. The change from NI
to Ll has not been reflected in the ToR.
