CB Highlighted the need to clarify the content of a HCV report to avoid a situation
whereby CBs are acting like consultants. He said the BHCV WG should
provide guidance to CB on how to check or HCV compliance.

PH Noted confusion on the term “maintained and/or enhanced HCVA™.

AL Explained that the minimum requirement is to maintain HCVA.

AH Explained that there is no specific guideline for each indicator.

RSPO Seeks advice on new criterion 7.x, from members who have conducted carbon

MZ Explained that the protocols and software will assist growers to manage and
monitor their HCVA and adapt the management according to the intensity of the
threats.

He added that the protocols are flexible and applicable to all continents.

DR Requested replication of this protocol to other environmental threats.

MZ Explained that this protocol is focused on HCVA but can be modified for other
environmental threats.

Update from INA |PH Reported on the meeting between INA HCV TF and IPSO. He said that IPSO

HCV TF

has agreed to collaborate with RSPO on HCV and FPIC issues.

He said that during the meeting, Ibu Rosediana had explained that there are 16
different types of protected areas listed in the IPSO requirements.
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He said there are CBs currently approved by ISPO to conduct certification
assessment. In the event of a dispute, the area will be isolated and excluded
from certification pending dispute resolution.

AH Enquired on the certification unit of the ISPO.

GLT Explained the classification of plantations, whereby class 1-3 are eligible for
certification while 4-5 will require improvements before moving into
certification.

DR Enquired on the implication of non-compliance to ISPO.

PH Explained that there is a timeline to comply with for certification.

CB Highlighted the standard operating procedures (SOP) requirements of HCV

monitoring, which is currently not specified in the RSPO requirements.

He said that the ISPO is a compulsory standard and is solely based on existing
laws and regulations, thus the HCV is not covered in the ISPO P&C.
