The MPOA assured MC and the BoG that the views expressed by an 

individual associated with the Malaysian oil palm industry are not 

supported by the MPOA and Sime Darby.  

 

The MPOA welcomes the active engagement and participation of all 

stakeholders, including the NGO fraternity which was fully in line with the 

spirit of the RSPO.

The Palm and Lauric Oils Price Outlook Conference dates were 

postponed to 22-24 June 2020 due to the rising concerns of the spread of 

Novel Coronavirus (2019-nCov) in KL. The said dates i.e. 22-24 June 

does clash with the RSPO SPOD event. The Secretariat will confirm the 

dates for SPOD by Friday (14 Feb 2020) and send an update to all Board 

members.
