● The assessors which have endorsed GAR’s HCV assessment, ESIAs and social
engagement actions, are in violation of their responsibility to provide
impartial assessment of company compliance with RSPO P&C.

● The Respondent, via FAP or by FAP’s 11 subsidiaries have violated the RSPO
Principles and Criteria by deforestation, peatland degradation, using lands for
plantation without FPIC, river pollution, and unilateral layoffs of workers.

● The Complainants alleged that the Respondent has control and influence
