Boustead Plantations Berhad (“BPB”) is one of the most experienced and established upstream oil palm plantation companies
in Malaysia and a subsidiary of Boustead Holdings Berhad (“BHB"), one of Malaysia’s oldest and largest diversified
conglomerates. Backed by BHB's presence in the plantations business, we have over 100 years of plantations industry
experience and over 50 years of oil palm plantation estate management experience.

We are an investment holding company and are involved in the ownership of oil palm plantations. Through our subsidiaries, we
are principally involved in the ownership and management of oil palm plantations, cultivation of oil palm and harvesting of its
Fresh Fruit Bunches (“FFBs”), and the production and sale of Crude Palm Oil “(CPO") and Palm Kernel (“PK").

Cost of certification: To meet RSPO standards, producers must invest in social and environmental impact
assessments, protect high conservation areas and undergo regular audits from third parties. This means that the
cost of production is much higher than non-certified practices, which in turn demands a higher price from the
customer. Taking our own plantations as an example, one-off due diligence costs for our plantations were
US$1,093,118 in FY13 while the ongoing annual environmental and social investments is US$1,512,093.
Another challenge is to link certified oil to the market. Processing mills have the challenge of ensuring that the
fresh fruit bunches (ffb) received are certified or at least traceable until end of the supply chain. This is no small
task when many will have been bought by middlemen from the smallholder farmers. At downstream level, when
demand of certified products is not excessive (palm oil is typically not a main ingredient in the final product),
another considerable cost to transform from virtual to physical certified supply chain.

We hope to be able to
source only rspo certified fractions by 2018.

Currently based on our total production only 58% is sold as CSPO based on rspo. The balance is sold via
greenpalm through the book and claim system.

(1) Propaganda against Mass Balance and Book & Claim trading of CSPO, mounted by large plantation
companies and by large corporate manufacturers who emphasise the essential importance of complete
traceability, is damaging to sustainable small producers and small farmers attempting to sell their certified mass
balance palm oil or green palm certificates in international markets.

(2) Thailand's independent smallholders are converting their farms from other agricultural uses (eg. from
coconuts, rubber etc).

Securing core funding to expand the technical
support to our various models across Malaysia, or
even overseas. Our model for smallholder support
also departs from existing models and thus it is
difficult for donors to appreciate the impact of this
innovation to smallholders. We are working on
extending the communication of our work through
RSPO events in order to improve the understanding
of our model.

There is also a challenge to translate certified
products into sales revenue that can cover the cost
of certification and technical support. This is an area
that needs more attention or to identify potential
partners that can help us develop a more realistic
financial model to continue to support the
smallholders.
