RSPO vs hon-RSPO comparison
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Non-RSPO oil palm concession location data was derived from oil palm concessions dataset accessed through Global Forest Watch on 17/11/2022. www.globalforestwatch.org. The website states that this layer is

a compilation of concession data from various countries and sources. The quality of these data can vary depending on the source. This layer may not include all existing concessions in a country, and the location of
certain concessions can be inaccurate.

As such the data probably overstates the extent of oil palm plantations in some cases, as there are many licenses granted and the oil palm plantation has not been developed. In other cases, it may understate the
extent of plantations as it does not take into account smallholders. Nevertheless, this appears to be the best data available of ALL oil palm in Indonesia.

The RSPO concession boundary data was overlaid with this data in the GIS and RSPO concessions were “clipped” out of this data, leaving only “non-RSPQO” concessions.

Non-RSPO*: ~19,000,000 ha
RSPO: ~ 4,500,000 ha

Shower activities were observed over most of the ASEAN region, except for the northern
part of the Mekong sub-region which had drier conditions.

In the coming days, wet weather is likely to continue over the southern ASEAN region but
relatively drier conditions are forecast for parts of central, northern, and western Mekong
sub-region, where hotspots with localised smoke plumes may occur if the dry weather

persists.
