Financial Updates 

PC reported on the results for H1 FY2015. RSPO group recorded a 

surplus of RM6.6 million and income for the period was RM13.8 million 

comprises subscription fees of RM4.5 million and contribution from 

sustainable palm oil trade of RM9.1 million which indicate no growth 

year on year as compare to the same period in 2013 and it is partly due to 

the below average CSPO uptake in Q2 FY2015. TS also commented that 

the lower contribution is more apparent considering the stronger USD 

compared to MYR during period. 

 

As of 14 November 2014, total membership number stood at 2,152 

members comprising 1,136 Ordinary members, 104 Affiliates and 912 

Associate members. These numbers are after excluding the recent ACOP 

non-submission termination. 

 

Cash balances amounted to RM33 million as at 31 December 2015 and 

the total net assets was at RM31.7 million represented by the Members’

Project” Fund and also to consider a change to the current policy of 

allocation of reserve to the Smallholders’ Fund.
